Dear Columbia Park Homeowners,

Spring is finally upon us!  As the sun begins to peek through the Northwest clouds and the flowers start to bloom, we are reminded of what a great neighborhood we live in.  To help maintain our neighborhood and make it a safe, enjoyable place to live the Homeowners Association (HOA) would like to give all the homeowners an update on the happenings in Columbia Park.  

Spring and summer are the times to start outdoor projects.  In an effort to keep our neighborhood looking consistent and in good shape our Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions contract requires that all outdoor projects (i.e. fences, decks, structures, patios etc.) be approved by the Architectural Control Committee (ACC) prior to the start of the projects.  We will be putting together a formal process soon but for now you can contact Adam Brockman – Chairman of the ACC.  Please provide a written copy of the plan.  This should include a description of the project along with a sketch and measurements.  He will coordinate a visit to look over the plan/site and work with the committee to approve the plan.  We encourage all to read over the CCRs to become familiar with what projects are acceptable.  

Along with outdoor projects, spring is the time of year where we all start to venture out of our homes to go on walks, ride our bikes and take the kids to the common areas.  To help ensure our neighborhood is as safe as possible we will be contacting the Snohomish County Sheriff to request regular drive throughs of Columbia Park.  In addition to simply providing a law enforcement presence, the Sheriff will be watching for driving and parking violations.  We have a large number of families with young children who need access to the sidewalks.  We would like to remind all homeowners that vehicles should be parked in the garage or in the driveway.  Parking on sidewalks forces people to venture into the streets.  When walking with young children or pushing a stroller, this leads to a less than safe situation.  We have also been notified by the Postal Service that if vehicles are parked in front of mailboxes, the mail will not be delivered.  Please be advised that the Sheriff will be ticketing or towing any vehicles that are parked on the sidewalk, in front of mailboxes, in front of fire hydrants or illegally parked in the cul-de-sacs.  

We have set up a Yahoo email group for all homeowners.  You can subscribe to this group by sending a blank email to nelliscourt-subscribe@yahoogroups.com.  This is for all informal communication between the homeowners of Columbia Park.

Keep an eye out for upcoming programs/events including the Columbia Park web page, a neighborhood block watch program, and the first Columbia Park all neighborhood BBQ this summer.  These are great opportunities to get to know your neighbors.    

Again, we encourage all homeowners to become familiar with the CCRs of our neighborhood.  You should have received a copy of these with your closing papers, if not please let an officer know and a copy will be delivered to you.
